Outstanding Applications
1. United Way—this year we received $22,000. This was less than we received in 2005 ($33,000) we are hoping to return to this higher funding level in 2007.  We expect to hear from United Way in May.
2. Town of Amherst ($5,000) for information & referral. We expect to hear from Amherst in May.  We are concerned that we won’t receive full amount because of city-wide budget cuts.
3. Haymarket Foundation ($10,000) for programs in the schools to help limited English speaking Latinos to become more involved in their children’s education. Typically Haymarket awards are for between $3-5,000.  We will possibly hear form them in May.
4. Heart Truth Funding ($5,000) to fund health programs for elders. We’re not sure when we will hear back from them
5. Various Banks (a proposal was sent to all of the area banks including—Citizens Bank; Bank of America; Florence Saving Bank; TD Banknorth. So far we have received $500 from Easthampton Savings Bank)
