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Land Management Technician

(Full-Time, Seasonal Opening)

The New England Wild Flower Society, the oldest plant conservation organization in North America, is seeking a seasonal Land Management Technician for their recently acquired Nasami Farm site, in western Massachusetts.  Nasami Farm is located at the confluence of The Mill River and Roaring Brook, in the town of Whately.  The farm’s 80 acres encompass a wide variety of habitat types, including dry and wet meadow, mixed woodland, and a portion of one of the best remaining Black Gum-Pin Oak-Swamp White Oak Perched Swamp communities in the state.  The farm is prime habitat for several rare and endangered plant and animal species, and is designated as Core Habitat by the Massachusetts Natural Heritage and Endangered Species Program.

The Technician will be responsible for improving and maintaining habitat on the farm, by mowing, removing invasive plant species, trees and brush.  Emphasis will be on the removal of invasive exotic plants to facilitate the return of native species, and on developing mowing regimes to protect ground-nesting bird species.  The improvement of habitat for butterflies, dragonflies, amphibian and other species will also be considered. 

Necessary qualifications for the job include some knowledge of wildlife habitat management techniques, plant ID skills and/or familiarity with native New England flora, some experience working with tractors and a chainsaw, and the ability to work in physically demanding situations. A Pesticide Applicator’s license is desirable.  Unlicensed applicants must be willing to obtain certification during the summer.

The position is funded for 36 hours per week, starting May 25th and continuing through August 27th.  Some flexibility in dates is possible.  Pay is $10.00 to12.00 per hour, depending upon qualification and license. Persons interested in job sharing are also welcome to apply.  This is a rare opportunity to work for a premier plant conservation organization in a beautiful and serene setting, and acquire an excellent hands-on experience in land stewardship and wildlife management practices.
