1. U.S. Environmental Protection Agency Atlantic Ecology Division (AED), Narragansett, RI. Salt Marsh Habitat Quality Study

This work will require surveys of bird use at a number of salt marshes with varying levels of human disturbance. The initial focus of this project is on birds that use salt marshes during some part of their life history, including wading birds that feed on the marsh surface and passerines that nest or forage on the marsh.
