· Excursion to the town of Tobolsk (the ‘pearl’ of Siberia), a visit to
the unique Kremlin, historical Old Town and local museums  
· Cinema club (film-watching in the Russian language + discussion)
· Discussion of the new cultural and language experience 
· Preparation of group projects and presentations
Accommodation:
The participants are provided with double rooms in a student hostel. 
Accommodation in a single room in a student hostel can be provided on participant’s request (at additional cost). The Internet access is available.
