Plastic recycling- 


Number: tells what polymer chain the plastic has.  Bottles- #1 and #2



The only thing we can really recycle is bottles.  IT JUST NEEDS TO HAVE A NECK.  (bottles, screwtops, etc.)  take the caps off

Outthrows- recyclers can take in small quantities (less than ½ percent)

Recycling envelopes- rip the window out.  

Cereal boxes- most mills don’t want.  Mills can take some of them, esp. in lower quality mixed paper
Big questions:  how to best distribute compost bins,  How to best educate people about recycling
Getting mods to recycle- peer pressure (start next year)

Washing bottles – unnecessary,  but good for in mod recycling of items with gross sticky stuff in them (peanut butter, etc)

For in mod advertising, include in green Hampshire pages (website?), also put things up on doors, etc.  Trouble with putting things on web, but maybe Hampedia New Leaf page.
