Where could tall grass go? –maybe a closer area around the wedding area, maybe the field between enfield and the  red barn could be hayed again.

Concern with tall grass= ticks, especially in areas where people walk through.  Could just mow right before commencement, or mow paths through the fields.

Library lawn should stay a lawn

Hampshire lawns are 100% organic

Idea:  plant grasses and flowers to attract birds and butterflies

Tasks: 

Categorize lawns in terms of use

Create a map with each lawn sectioned off to catagorize lawns specifically, identify who does what when on each lawn space (figure out cost, control, whose job would be changed)
Community garden approach so people can take ownership

Strategy: make a proposal for a specific area.  Take it to mark capello and larry archey and ask for approval.  Then, take it to Jonathan Lash and Mark Spiro

Replace hampshire sign and flagpole with perennial mix some something is always in bloom.

It’s cool to pair things, ex. Native flowers and butterflies

If things are edible, make it super obvious- maybe special areas, maybe plackards with description and “eat at your own risk”

Arsenic and other contaminants= concern that would come up .  we could do our own soil testing, or see if anyone has (Dula, Jason?)

Make sure not to step on anyone’s toes

There should be an apple student group 

The apple orchard would be a great independent study or CEL1 or EPEC.  For this, we would need a faculty member on board
For CEL1- they should have people go to all the tutorials and promote different CEL1 activities

If we go down the CEL1 group, it would be great if we were our own student group (or were absorbed into rehamping or new leaf) we could be called ReLeaf 

There needs to be a system for taking better care of the apple trees
PRIORITIZING

1. get a really good map- 11x 17s to draw on,

2. divide and conquer the lawns- maps and walking

a. boundaries

b. who uses it, maintenance, public safety concerns

3. solicit support for the concept from professors and things – “if we were to do something like this, what would you want to see”

4. make a proposal

a. needs to be super researched and detailed

5. solicit feedback for the proposal from students, faculty, staff

6. propose to larry archey, mark capello, mark spiro, Jonathan Lash to get approval to implement (we will have been in discussion with them all along)
